Your child has a class Teams page. Each Teams has a general
page with a files section. The Files are named according to
different aspects of the course such as Expressive Folio,
Design folio, Written work etc. Resources used for the
course are available here.

How does my child know what their next steps in learning
are? Each child has their own Private Channel. This is where
they upload their folio work and where their learning
conversations take place with their teacher. Individual
feedback is given on a regular basis with next steps in
learning.
